3. FAT32 (for SYNC versions previous than SYNC 3)

Step 1 of 4: Start download Ve ' d hN [

This portion of the update will start on your computer. The download should start automatically
after you click “Download update.”

Please download the update files to your computer and not to the USB drive yet.

If your browser prompts you to do so, “Save” the file to your Desktop or a similar, easily accessible
location on your computer’s hard drive.

Keep your USB drive close by. You'll need it for Step 2.



Step 2 of 4: Move to USB & extract update =~ INCT

2.1 While the update file downloads to your computer, insert your empty USB storage drive into
your computer’s USB port.

2.2 When the download is complete, locate the ABCD-12E346-FGH.zip* file that should now be
saved to your computer’s hard drive and locate your USB storage drive on your desktop.

-1+l ~ You may need to manually navigate to the file in the destination you specified
in Step 1 (ex. “Desktop”).

Your folder and filenames will differ slightly.

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TIP: If you do not specify a destination for these files in Step 1, check for the .zip file in your
computer’s “Downloads” or “Documents” folder. Your computer may have saved the file to
one of those folders by default.
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2.3 Once your download file has been located, right click on the folder, select “Open with,” then
select “Windows Explorer”

2.4 Select all the files in the window (“SyncMyRide” folder, “autoinstall.lst” and “DONTINDEX.
msa”) and drag them to your USB drive.
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2.5 With these update files on your USB drive (pictured below), you’re now ready to safely eject
the drive and move to your vehicle for Step 3.



Step 3 of 4: Install files in vehicle Ve ' d hN [

Already know how to do this step? Move on to Step 4
3.1 You will need to follow a set of instructions while in your vehicle on how to install the files in
your vehicle. Follow steps 3.2 — 3.4 below, or click the link below for more detailed instructions.

3.2 Take the loaded USB drive and update instructions to your vehicle.

3.3 Start your vehicle and plug the USB drive into the SYNC USB port. Please wait to completely
install the SYNC update before removing the USB. It may take up to five mintues for the updates
to begin.

[+) Make sure your vehicle is turned on and running.
n Installation may take up to 30 minutes. It’s possible that pop-ups may appear during this
\/ time. These are part of the installation. Look for the “Complete” message to confirm that

your update is finished. Please keep the vehicle running in an open, well-ventilated area
with the USB drive connected until the “Complete” message appears.

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TIP: Use the USB port at the front of your vehicle. The USB ports in the back of your vehicle
are used for charging purposes only.
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TIP: Look for this icon in the top right of your SYNC interface to see if update is complete.

TIP: Updates require a full shut down of the vehicle. In some cases, you may need to turn
off your vehicle, open & close your driver door, then turn the vehicle back on to see the new
update.
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3.4 Onceinstallation is complete, remove the USB drive, turn off your vehicle and open the door.
To confirm successful installation, wait a few moments and restart your vehicle. The system will
indicate that it has been updated.

Your vehicle downloaded a file to your USB drive upon installation. We’ll quickly upload this file in
Step 4 to report your update. That will allow us to alert you to other important system updates in
the future.



Step 4 of 4: Report the update to Ford NN

4.1 Toreport back to Ford and complete this update, re-connect your USB drive to your
computer.

4.2 Open your USB drive to access the .xml file uploaded by your vehicle (Ex.

sync_48474463_1A2B3C4D5E6F8G8H9.xml*). Select the .xml file, then click on the “Select File”
button below.

* Your filename will differ because it will contain your Vehicle Identification Number.

How to check if your USB is formatted exFAT:

Insert your USB drive into your computer’s USB port.
Open My Computer.

Right-click on your USB drive and select “Properties”.
Under File System, you should see “exFAT” displayed.

If your USB drive is not formatted exFAT, you will need to either manually format it as exFAT or find
another USB drive to use.

How do | format my USB drive?

On Windows, connect your thumb drive

Click Start > File Explorer > This PC

Right click your flash drive and then select Format

In the File System list box, choose exFAT, type in a Volume Label of your choice, and
then click Start

Click OK in the format warning and wait until the process is complete
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
